2. Mounting the Bracket
Due to various construction methods and materials used today, the hardware for securing the
bracket to the mounting surface is not supplied. It is recommended that you consult a building
professional for the proper mounting hardware before mounting the bracket.

3. Removing the Shipping Hardware
Remove the flat head screws from the

top and bottom of the cabinet using a (2) SCREW 1/4-20 X 1 LG

4. Choosing which Holes to Use

There are two holes in each (2) FLAT WASHER 1/4
bracket arm. Use the inner holes. / EAW P/N 105007

(2) NEOPRENE WASHER

EAW P/N 105061 T

5. Hanging the Cabinet

A. Place a neoprene gasket on the
bracket’s lower arm. Center it
on the appropriate hole.

B. Position the cabinet between
the bracket arms.

C. Align the bracket’s top inner
hole to the cabinet’s 1/4-20
threaded hole.

D. Holding the cabinet in position,
insert the screw with its
lock washer and flat washer
through the bracket’s hole and
into the cabinet’s top threaded
hole and hand tighten.

E. Repeat step D through the UB12Se / |
bottom bracket hole. MOUNTING BRACKET

F. Position cabinet and @ E> HD12WM
tighten both screws with EAW P/IN 606001
